The State Government assisted by Federal Government funding is proposing a new innovative housing project on the old Gambaro’s Seafood site in Hope Street, South Brisbane.
 

The apartment block will provide single unit housing for homeless people. The internationally successful Common Ground model differs from other housing project as it provides a 24 hour concierge service and on site support services to residents.
 

The building will have 146 units that are energy efficient and have their own separate balcony. Residents will have access to a roof top garden, lounge, computer room, library and event/function room.
 

The building will be much more that a home. It will provide activities and support to deliver a sense of community for residents.
